Surf and Save 
   While many people thought 
the Internet boom would 
make libraries obsolete, the 
opposite is true. The informa-
tion age has made libraries 
more vital than ever. The cost 
for Internet connection is still 
higher than many families can

Beyond 
that, libraries offer a range of 
programs aimed at employ-
ment, career training and 
small-business development.
